All LLOA Members,

It has become apparent there are Lake Lot Owners Association (LLOA) Members who are not aware of or do not understand the responsibilities of the LLOA Board of Directors.   

The following is an extract from the BY-LAWS OF BLOCK 27 LAKE LOT OWNERS ASSOCIATION, INC., Article III, which is intended to provide members with a better understanding of the Board responsibilities and the parameters of those responsibilities.

Section 2.  Powers and Duties.  The Board shall have the power and duties necessary for the administration of the affairs of the Association, and may do all acts and things except, as by law or by these By-Laws, may not be delegated to the Board by the Members.  Such powers and duties of the Board shall include, but shall not be limited to, the following:

a. Operation, care, upkeep and maintenance of the Common Properties, as the Board in its sole and absolute discretion shall determine.

b. Determination of the assessment for expenses required for the affairs of the Association, including, without limitation, the operation and maintenance of the Association.

c. Collection of assessments of all types, as later outlined herein.

d. Employment and dismissal of the personnel and/or contractors necessary for the maintenance and operation of the various properties as outlined herein.

e. Adoption and amendment of rules and regulations covering the details of the operation and use of the properties as outlined herein.

f. Opening of bank accounts on behalf of the Association and designating the signatories required therefore.

g. Making repairs, additions and improvements to or alterations of the properties as outlined herein.

The Block 27 By-Laws and Block 27 Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (CCRs) documents are available on our website for your review.   Please take note that the Board is NOT responsible for enforcement of the CCRs or the LLOA Rules.  The Board IS responsible for the overall manage​ment and “the administration of the affairs” of the Association.  The Board may at times send an email or letter to a Member encouraging them to correct a possible infraction.  An honorable Member will comply.
Also posted on the website is a document titled “Helpful Phone Numbers and Who Does What”.  In the “Who Does What” document please note that in the row titled “ENFORCEMENT OF COVENANTS”, the WHO IS RESPONSIBLE column lists the “Property Owner/Resident”.  Simply put, if you have a grievance with a Member it is up to you to personally address the issue to resolution. 
It should go without saying that disparaging and rude comments as well as personal verbal attacks on VOLUNTEER Board members are totally uncalled for and are unacceptable behaviors.
