As an Association, the LLOA Board is responsible for maintaining the lake common areas and for setting rules for use and maintenance of the lake itself.  These rules, effective as of May 29, 2007, apply to all lots that are a part of the Association.  If you have questions please contact one of the LLOA directors.
Rules of the Block 27 Lake Lot Owners Association

1.
Lake is for use of residents of Block 27 and their guests, only.  Violators are trespassing.

2.
No water may be drawn from the lake for personal use such as lawn or garden watering.

3.
Boat speed on the lake will cause no wake.
4.
Boat length will not exceed 20 feet.
5.
No boat other than those allowed on the lake shall be stored or maintained outside the garage, nor should they be visible from the front of the house.
6.
Boats not in normal use should not be stored on the lake edge.

7.
No boats except homeowner’s boats are allowed.

8.
Permission must be obtained from either the Block 27 Board of Directors or the Lake Committee prior to launching a boat from any where but the owner’s lot.  This includes common areas.

9.
Swimming is allowed only through the homeowner’s lot.  There is no lifeguard.  All activities are at the lake lot owner’s own risk.

10.
No fishing is allowed except by Block 27 residents and their guests.

11.
Persons shore fishing with permission from a Block 27 resident shall do so from that resident’s property.

12.
Catch and release of game fish is required.  Non-game fish shall not be returned to the lake.

13.
Trespassing on another homeowner’s lot is not allowed.  There is no fishing, swimming, etc. from another homeowner’s yard, dock, etc.

14.
Residents are responsible in preventing property erosion silt from entering the lake in front of their property.  No yard waste including leaves may be dumped or blown by the resident into the lake.

15.
Boat lifts are prohibited.

16.
Jet skis or similar motorized personal watercraft are prohibited.

17.
Gas powered outboard motors must be 4-cycle engines, not 2-cycle engines.  Property owners with 2-cycle motors as of May 29, 2007, are allowed to continue to use those motors.

18.
The use of minnows is prohibited in the lake.
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
