Subject:		Storm Damage Assessment, Association Walking Trail

An assessment of the Association Walking Trail was conducted to determine extent of damage from the storm of June 16, 2017.
Approximately 36 trees are down blocking the pathway of the walking trail. Many of the downed trees are completely on the ground, however, several are snagged/hanging from the remaining up right portion of the tree.  Downed trees range in diameter from six inches to twenty-four inches.
The following is a description of the damage as encountered when walking west along the trail, starting from well #3 to the loop end of the trail.
· 2 large Cottonwood trees, approximately twenty inches in diameter, are down blocking the trail.
· 2 large Cottonwood snags (known as the Eagle Roost) are down across the trail. One is twelve inches in diameter and the other is twenty-four inches in diameter.
· 1 large tree snag, thirteen inches in diameter, is across the trail (the snag end is approximately six feet up from the ground).
· 1 smaller tree, six inches in diameter, with multiple branches is across the trail.
· 1 medium size tree, eight inches in diameter, with multiple branches, is across the trail.
· 1 large Cottonwood tree snag, twelve inches in diameter, is across the trail. The snag end is approximately thirty feet up from the ground.
· 3 large trees, ten to sixteen inches in diameter, are across the trail.
· 4 large trees, ten to sixteen inches in diameter, are across the trail.
· 1 medium size tree, eight inches in diameter, is across the trail.
· 7 medium to large size trees, eight to eighteen inches in diameter, are across the trail.
· 1 large tree branch (snag), ten inches in diameter, is across the trail and still attached to the main tree trunk approximately twelve feet up from the ground.
· 1 tree branch (snag), six inches in diameter, is across the trail and still attached to the main tree trunk.
· 4 tree branches, eight to ten inches in diameter, are across the trail.
· 1 very large tree with multiple branches, eight to ten inches in diameter are across the trail (some branches still attached to the main tree).
· 5 trees, eight to sixteen inches in diameter, are across the trail.
· 1 large tree branch (snag), ten inches in diameter, is across the trail.

I recommend that the Association walking trail be officially closed until further notice. Those choosing to explore the area/trail may do so at their own risk.
Discussion is needed on how best to proceed to re-open the walking trail.
