Block-27 Lake Lot Owners Association (LLOA), hereinafter referred to as “Association” is a Nebraska corporation organized to maintain, operate and improve certain real property in

Block-27.  As an Association, the LLOA Board is responsible for maintaining the common areas within Block-27, which include the lake and grounds not in private ownership.  Consistent with the Association By-Laws the Board sets rules for use and maintenance of the common areas.  These rules, effective as of April 1, 2017, apply to all lots that are a part of the Association.  If you have questions, please contact one of the LLOA directors.
Rules of the Block 27 Lake Lot Owners Association
1.
Lake is for use of residents of Block 27 and their guests, only.  Violators are trespassing.

2.
No water may be drawn from the lake for personal use such as lawn or garden watering.

3.
Lake speed on the lake will cause erosion.  Boat/pontoon speed is limited to slow - NO  

      WAKE. No Wake Means - operation of a watercraft at the slowest possible speed necessary

to maintain steerage, but in no case greater than five miles per hour, or less than 

1300 RPM’s. [(REV 5/26/2021]     
4.
Any boat over 22 feet in length, must be approved by the Board.

5.
No boat and/or boat trailer shall be stored long-term or maintained outside the garage.  Boats   

transiting from storage to lake, or vis via may be parked no longer than four (4) consecutive days.  Small (15 feet or less) non-motorized recreational boats such as paddle boats and kayaks may be stored on the owner’s beach but should not be visible from the front of the house. [REV: 5/6//2021]

6.
Motorized boats not in normal use cannot be stored on the lake edge. Non-motorized boats  

      may be stored on your beach front, out of the water when not in use. Preferred anchored in or   

      stowed away in beach storage to prevent them from floating away. [REV: 5/6/2021] 
7.
All boats must be launched at the boat ramp located on the northeast corner of our lake only,

except for small crafts such as paddle boats, paddle boards, kayaks, etc.  No boats, except for the homeowner’s boats are allowed on our lake. 
8.
Swimming is allowed only through the homeowner’s lot.  There is no lifeguard.  All activities are at the lake lot owner’s own risk.

9.
No fishing is allowed except by Block 27 residents and their guests. Unattended fishing lines are not allowed in our lake. [REV: 5/6/2021]
10.
Persons shore fishing with permission from a Block 27 resident shall do so from that resident’s property.  
11. To minimize possible damage to boats and for the safety of residents and their guests, shore

       fishing is not allowed from the boat ramp located on the Northeast corner of the lake and the 

       surrounding area.   [REV: 5/6/2021]

12.
Catch and release of game fish is required.  Non-game fish shall not be returned to the lake.
13.
Trespassing on another homeowner’s lot is not allowed.  There is no fishing, swimming, etc. from another homeowner’s yard, dock, etc.

14.
Residents are responsible in preventing property erosion silt from entering the lake in front of their property.  No yard waste including leaves may be dumped or blown by the resident into the lake.

15. Boatlifts will be allowed subject to the following restrictions: [Added 4/1/2017]
· Any request shall be submitted through the ACC for initial assessment of compliance. The ACC will then forward the finalized request to the Board for approval.

· An easement agreement must be signed prior to any Board approval. All fees associated with filing easement agreements will be paid by the lot owner installing a boat lift.

· Easement agreement sample will be posted to sailboatlake.com as soon as available from legal counsel.

· All boatlifts will be installed parallel to the shoreline.

· Total extension from the shoreline for the totality of the structure(s) i.e., dock plus boatlift may not exceed 20 feet and will not encroach within 8 feet of the natural or nominal cove centerline.

· Material must be metallic with corrosion resistant properties and maintained in good repair.

· Color of frame AND cover must be solid and of a neutral shade of white, gray, black, or brown.

· Cover must be of a fabric material.

· The installation of any powered boat lift will be limited to DC power only.
· No boat or any other items shall be stored upon the lift November 15th through March 1st.Any lot where neither side lot line intersects with the water will not have a boatlift request approved.  Any lot where one side lot line intersects with the water will be subject to individual evaluation.  The requester (property owner) will be responsible for any costs incurred to determine lot line locations.  The final decision on said lots’ suitability to have a boat lift, resides solely with the Board. 
16.
Jet skis or similar motorized personal watercraft are prohibited.

17.
Gas powered outboard motors must be 4-cycle engines, 2-cycle engines are not permitted, period.  
18.  No boating, No fishing, No swimming or any activity within 5-feet of the marked aeration lines (two) located on the north side of the lake.

19.   All boats with motors and manually propel devices (such as, but not limited to kayaks, 
        canoes, paddle boats, and paddle boards) operated on Sailboat Lake, must operate under 
        the compliance of the Nebraska Game and Parks Boat Guide and US Coast Guards Boat 
        Rules.  

20.
The use of live minnows is prohibited in the lake.
21. Invasive species: [Added 6/30/2019]
· Asian carp are in Sailboat Lake, our efforts to rid the lake of them is on-going.

· Zebra mussels have not shown up yet, and we would like to keep it that way. They can destroy the lake.

· It is essential all boats being introduced to the lake from another body of water, be thoroughly cleaned and have been out of the water drying for 5 days in the hot sun. Bleach is not recommended for cleaning. High pressure, using at least a water temperature of 140 degree is suggested.

· Zebra mussels and their eggs can live in very small amounts of water. Examples:
· Carpet on trailer rails

· Trailer lights

· Bilge water

· Bilge pump residue

· Live bate wells (live bate is not permitted in Sailboat Lake)

· Engine cooling system

· Any pipes, rails, tubes, hoses, buckets/pails, wet rags. Anywhere moisture accumulates.
                    Please do your part to keep our lake free of invasive species. Thank you. 

22.  Goose Fence – A barrier to prevent the intrusion of geese. [Added 7/28/20] 
       To deter geese from entering one’s property a goose fence may be erected across the 
owner’s lake shore.  If geese are entering from an adjoining property, then additional 
connecting segment may extend 10 feet from the corner post and parallel to lot line.  Also, if 
the adjoining property does not have a dwelling on it then it may extend 25 feet. Existing 
Goose fences will be grandfathered in until they are no longer functional or no longer fit the
 criteria set fourth in these guidelines.  Fences must meet the following criteria: 

· Uniform construction using materials that permit an unobstructed view, such as the use of small gauge decorative garden wire fence, or string (not less than 14 gauge) and post material.
· Goose Fence and/or fence posts cannot exceed the height of 24 inches, period. 
· Be well maintained.

· Barbed wire, chicken wire, electrified, and/or snow fences are strictly prohibited.
· Please Do Not Feed The Geese
